Over the course of their Black Belt Journey, each 
student will be making an independent impact 
around the world. To do this, we’ve built in global 
donations at di�erent stages of each members 
journey. Here are some examples...

When a student joins us for their initial trial…
 … We give 60 days of education to a child in India. 

When a student becomes a full member with us...
 … We give 365 days of life saving, clean water 
to families in Ethiopia

When a student comes to one of our competitions…  
… We give a bicycle to a child in Cambodia so they can 
get to school!

We have partnered with Julia’s House, a local children’s 
hospice, where we provide siblings of children who are 
often terminally ill, a year long (free) scholarship with us at 
a very di�cult time for their family.
